Illinois’ Soil and Water Conservation Districts are the front line county level governmental organization charged with caring for Illinois’ natural resources.  Soil and Water Conservation Districts, as created by statute, (70 ILCS 405), do not have taxing authority and must rely on general revenue appropriated by the Illinois General Assembly for their operating funds.  Currently, the State’s shortfall in general revenue funds is threatening Soil and Water Conservation Districts ability to provide services and fulfill their duties as prescribed by law.  To help assure Soil and Water Conservation Districts’  continued ability to protect our land, water and related resources, we, the undersigned respectfully request the General Assembly’s and the Governor’s support in passing legislation that will provide alternative funding to local Soil and Water Conservation Districts to enable them to employ staff, carry out state mandated programs and assist the people of Illinois in solving natural resource related problems.
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
